The focus was on orientation and sensitization of students regarding responsible
behaviour in garbage disposal and general habits of cleanliness. For this- poster-
making, talks and documentary screening was done. Last year, the NSS volunteers were
( given a task of identifying a swacchata related problem in the college campus. Many of
the students were of the opinion that the disposal of used sanitary pads needs some
improvement. Therefore, the NSS department took a two way initiative of orienting
students about responsible ways of disposing of sanitary pads and facilitating it by
providing paper bags made out of old newspapers and magazines.
